HOW TO ACCEPT JESUS CHRIST AS YOUR PERSONAL SAVIOR

Four Spiritual Facts
Just as there are great facts to be discovered in the physical universe, so are there great facts to be discovered in your relationship with God. 

Fact One
God loves you so much he has a special plan for your life. 

*God’s Love – The Bible says: “For god so loved the world that He gave His only begotten son that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.” John 3:16

*God’s Plan – The Bible says: “I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.” John 10:10

Fact Two
Many people are missing out on the abundant life because we have been separated from God by sin.  This makes it hard for us to believe that God loves us and harder still to believe that He has a special plan for our life. 

*Here is the problem:  The Bible says:  “For all have sinned and come short of the Glory of God.” Romans 3:23 and “Your iniquities have separated between you and your God…” Isaiah 59:29.  Sin has broken the bridge between us and God. 
*What is sin?  The Bible says: “Sin is the transgression (breaking) of the law.” 1 John 3:4 (God’s law is set forth in the 10 commandments found in Exodus 20:2-17) Sin may be defined as disobedience, self-will and rebellion – any thing that separates us from God is sin.  
*To sin is to die – The Bible says: “For the wages of sin is death.” Romans 6:23

Fact Three
Jesus Christ has bridged the gap between man and God.  Through Him you can see how much God loves you and that He really has a special plan for your life. 

*He paid our penalty of death – The Bible says: “But God commandeth (showed) His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” Romans 5:8

*Christ has bridged the gap – The Bible says: “For there is one god, and one mediator between God and man, Christ Jesus…” 1Timothy 2:5

Fact Four
It is not enough to discover these three fats alone… You must personally receive Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.  This becomes your response to God’s love and this is how you can enter into His special plan for your life. 

*The Bible says:  “But as many as received Him, to them gave He power to become the sons of God, even to tem that believe on His name.” John 1:12
How To Receive Christ
1.  Repent – Repentance includes sorrow for sin and turning away from it. 

2.  Confess – “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” 1 John 1:9

3.  Through Faith – “For by grace are you saved through faith.” Ephesians 2:8

4.  By Asking – “Behold I stand at the door and knock, if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him and will sup with him…” Revelation 3:20

You can receive Jesus Christ right now as your personal Savior through prayer.  (Prayer is simply talking to God as to a friend.)

Here is a suggested prayer.  “Dear God, I need you.  I am sorry for my sins and ask you to forgive me.  I open the door of my life and receive you as my own Savior and Lord.  Make me into the kind of person you want me to be.  Thank you for giving me strength to follow and obey You, in Jesus name I pray, Amen.”

If this prayer expresses the desire of your heart, you may pray it right now and Christ will come into your life as He promises. 

Don’t wait to feel that Christ is in your life.  The Christian lives by faith in God and in the promises of His word (Hebrews 10:38, 11:6) not by feelings.  If you believe the promise, God supplies the fact.  It is so if you believe it.  “These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God that you may know that you have eternal life.” 1John 5:13

Living Your New Life in Christ
1.  Talk to Him daily.  (1Thessalonians 5:17)

2.  Spend time daily reading the Bible, His Word.  You can only trust the one you know. (John 17:3)

3.  Obey His commandments.  (1 John 2:3-4; John 14:15,21)

4.  Witness to others.  Sharing your faith will help you grow spiritually.  (John 15:5,6)

5.  Rejoice and worship God with others who can encourage you in your new life in Jesus.  Choose a church where Christ is exalted and where all of God’s Commandments are taught including the fourth (the seventh day Sabbath).  Regular church attendance is supported by Christ’s example (Luke 4:16) and is encouraged in scripture (Hebrews 10:25)  

“Come to Me, all who are weary and heavy-laden, and I will give you rest.  Take My yoke upon you, and learn from Me, for I am gentle and humble in heart; and you shall find rest for your souls.”  Matthew 11: 28,29

“…the one who comes to Me I will certainly not cast out.”  John 6:37
